Fire S a f ety Weareina very dangerous area in which a small fire could ea511y escalate and destroy our
community. Please protect our community and keep your property in compliance with the new fire safety laws. The
board has given a blanket approval (therefore no individual board approval will be needed) for the following:

Tree branches (including oak trees) can and should be trimmed at least 10’ from chimneys.
Trimming of limbs (including oak trees) can and should be trimmed within 6' of the ground.

*  Only Living Oak Trees are protected by our DC&R's. Any other species can be trimmed or removed without SHOA
approval.

* Removal of a living oak tree greater than 6" in diameter must receive SHOA Board Approval.
It is very important to remove dead trees and limbs, brush, weeds and flammable materials from your

* surrounding property. Keep your gutters and roof clear of leaves and needles that can build up.
If there is a problem with a neighboring property please talk to them or contact Massingham. We are

* all in this together. A wildfire knows no boundary or property line.
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Community Concerns

Trespassing & Unauthorized Lake Visitors

Community support is needed to protect our development!

The Lake is a wonderful asset to our community. It is to be used by SHOA resident only or
guests when accompanied by a resident. We are continuing to have trouble with trespassers and
in the past have found evidence of campfires, bottles of alcohol, sleeping bags, blankets, and
even a twin mattress. Residents have seen lights flashing at night around the lake. Most recently
a non-homeowner attempted to put a motorized boat in our lake. This is a serious problem and
we need to find a way to control the situation. We are responsible for these trespassers if they
get hurt on our property. The only way we can identify residents is by checking vehicles for the
Sleepy Hollow Car Decals or by approaching them personally. Please see the information
below about the Sleepy Hollow Decals below and contact Jeannine at Massingham or
Donelle Meniketti if you need additional decals.

Car Decals

These decals are static cling and we prefer them to be placed on the Lower Corner of the Left
Front Window (driver’s side). These decals will help us to identify each other as residents and
allow us to know if the people parked at Quail Lake are SHOA Residents. We have had trouble
with trespassers at the lake and on the horse trails. We hope this will be a step to controlling the
problem without having to question residents. We appreciate your support of this program. If
you need more than 2 decals please notify the management company or a board member.

Driving Safety

The roads are becoming more and more dangerous. We are a community that has narrow roads,
no sidewalks, lots of wildlife, and many people enjoying our quiet shaded areas for walking,
bike riding, and horseback riding. Please report unsafe drivers to Massingham & Associates.

Get a description of the car, license plate number if possible, description of driver, and
address to which they drove to if possible. The more information the better.
